On the morning of 28
August, | had the privilege of
meeting former Chief Minister
and distinguished author,
Captain Amarinder Singh, at
his Siswan farmhouse. It was a
little after half-past ten when |
arrived by cab. The first
impression that struck me was
the vast expanse of green — a
landscape where serenity and
grandeur met in quiet harmony.

The farm was alive yet
unhurried. Security personnel
and staff moved about with
calm purpose, their demeanor
mirroring the stillness of the
rain-washed trees and flowers.
Soon, | was escorted into an
elegantly appointed drawing
room, where an attendant
offered water and inquired if |
preferred tea or coffee. The
décor was tasteful, but my eyes
were irresistibly drawn to the
bookshelves, lined with
volumes authored by Captain
Sahib himself.

A brief meeting had been
assured, as his security officer,
Khoobi Ram, informed me that
preparations were underway
for his departure to Delhi. Still,
even a short audience held
meaning, for | had last met him
six years ago — in 2019, at a
grand felicitation ceremony in
Kapurthala marking the 550th
birth anniversary of Guru Nanak

Dev Ji. On that memorable
occasion, 550 eminent
personalities from across
the world were honored. |
was fortunate to be among
them.

That day, there had been
much debate about the
logistics of honoring so
many individuals. Cultural

Affairs Minister Charanijit [
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Gurjeet Singh suggested
that felicitations be done in
groups to save time and
spare the Chief Minister
fatigue. But Captain Sahib
had firmly refused.

“I will not compromise,”
he declared. “To personally
honor each individual is, in
itself, my honor.”

And so, with grace and
determination, he welcomed
every single person —including
me — offering words that carried
dignity and warmth. | still recall
his blessing: “Son, live long and
prosper.”

At Siswan this morning, those
memories came alive once
more. Soon, Captain Sahib
descended from the lift, walking
steadily with a stick, wearing a
simple cap in place of his
customary pagri — practical for
the journey ahead. | bowed in
respect and presented him with
two of my works: the English

translation of “I| Was Judges

orderly” (published by the
National Book Trust), and my
recent book “Panj Saal Patar
Naal” (Five Years with Patar). He
received them warmly, recalling
his association with Surjit Patar
Sahib, whom he had invited to
write for the Indo-Pak Games in
2004, and later appointed as
Chairman of the Chandigarh Art
Council.

That morning, | had also
carried with me a rare booklet
on Amrita Pritam, published by
the Punjab Language
Department. As | showed him a
photograph of himself honoring

Amrita Ji with
financial support
during his first
tenure as Chief
Minister, his eyes
clouded with
emotion.

“When we met,”
he recalled softly,
“she was frail and
fading, drifting in
and out of
consciousness.
And yet, she kept
repeating a line
| from her own
poetry: ‘Today, |
“| call out to Waris
| Shah...’ What a
soul she was — a
treasure to our
literature.” Gazing at another
picture of a much younger
Amrita Ji, he turned to those
present and said with reverence:

“Look at her— so young, and
already writing with such depth.
She filled a room with her
creations. She gave us an entire
ocean of words.” Our
conversation drifted towards the
state of art and music today. “Art
is not merely performance,” he
reflected. “It is tapasya — a
discipline, an ascetic practice.”

| added gently, “Sir, our youth
abroad pour their yearning for
home into their songs. Their
music carries the sorrow of

migration, the ache
separation from their mothers
and villages.” He listened with
thoughtful eyes. As we spoke,
security officer, remarked with
pride, “Sir, he has written more
books than his years — at least
ten more.”

The Captain smiled and
asked me where | was from.

“Faridkot, Sir — the land of
Baba Farid Ji,” | replied.

“Splendid,” he exclaimed,
blessing me warmly.

Humbled, | confessed that |
had studied only up to the ninth
grade. With characteristic
kindness, he responded:

“My son, never belittle yourself.
Creativity does not bow to
degrees or diplomas. It is a
divine gift, and you have used it
well.”

As he flipped through my
papers, his eyes paused at an
editorial feature on me written by
Varun Roojam, IAS, in The Indian
Express. “Varun is a fine officer,”
he said with fondness. “I shall
read this.”

Captain Sahib turned the
book toward Major Amardeep
Singh and said, “There is a
unique delight in wandering
through the world of words—do
read this volume yourself.”

Major Sahib replied, “Sir,
when the writer’s very persona
gleams through his writing, only
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then does it become truly
mature literature.”

By then, his convoy was
ready. Major Amardeep Singh
and the staff stood nearby,
respectfully attending to every
detail. Rising, Captain Sahib
placed a reassuring hand upon
my shoulder and said, “Son, |
am very happy to have met you
today.
